History
In 1996, The Office for Victims of Crime of the US Department of Justice identified the need for a comprehensive, coordinated, seamless service delivery system for victims of crime. Once developed, that system would act as a model for towns, cities, and communities across the nation desiring to improve the way they do business regarding victims of crime.  That system is Victim Services 2000.

In 1997, Denver, Colorado was selected as a site for the development and implementation of the Victim Services 2000 (VS2000) model. Victim Services 2000 transitioned in April of 2002 from a temporary grant funded project to an ongoing collaborative effort among Denver’s victim service agencies.  The local network of agencies operates under the name Victim Services Network (VSN).
VSN’s Philosophy
Our philosophy is that there is “no wrong door” through which victims may gain access to services. VSN is built on a foundation of interdisciplinary collaboration, cultural sensitivity, meeting the needs of underserved victims, institutionalization of training for service providers and allied professionals, and innovative technology.
